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You may have heard the old adage, 6Go
west young man and grow up with the
country.6 Penned by popular American
author, Horace Greeley, this famous
advice was taken to heart and demon-
strated by young, ambitious pioneers
who helped settle Spokane and Eastern
Washington. One of these was a young
Canadian physi- -~
cian, Dr. Alexander
MacLeod, who was
so impressed with
Greeleyds directive
that he said, ol
packed my trunk,
my sheepskin in-
cluded, crossed the
Great Divide, and
landed in Spangle,
Washington in
1880.6

After practicing
13 years as a travel-
ing physician in the
Palouse country,

Dr. MacLeod and
his wife, Addie Brink MacLeod, relocated
to Spokane in 1893. Dr. MacLeod set

up his medical practice in the Sherwood
Building in downtown Spokane and be-
came an honored member of the Spokane,
Washington State, and American Medical
Associations. Well-respected as a pioneer
physician of Spokane and Eastern Wash-
ington, Dr. MacLeod practiced medicine
for 47 years until his death at 82 in 1930.

In 1897, Dr. MacLeod paid $400 for
a residential lot at the intersection of
Augusta & Monroe on Spokaneds north
side. After a pve-year wait, he secured a
construction mortgage in 1902 for $2,000
and commissioned the erection of a large
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home. The house was pnely dressed in
the Free Classic Queen Anne style and
proved to be a community eye-catcher
with a prominent corner site, steeply
pitched cross-gable roof, rich red-brick
masonry walls, crisp white trim, leaded-
glass windows, and a covered front porch
which wrapped around the northeast

corner of the house. With a birdds-eye
view of the neighborhood, a second-story
turret was built above the porch, distin-
guishing the property as one of only a few
homes in the area designed with a turret.

After he retired in 1920, Dr. MacLeod
sold the house on Augusta for $8,000 to
St. Paulis Methodist Church which was
located across the street to the east on
Monroe and which kept the home as a
parsonage. In 1945, the church sold the
MacLeod House to a couple who remod-
eled the property for use as a pve-suite,
multi-family apartment house called the
Wainwright Apartments. After 59 years
of apartment use, the historic MacLeod
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House was rescued in 2004 by Spokane
artist/sculptress, Dinah Le Carlson, and
her daughter, Suzette Carlson Nordstrom,
an award-winning interior designer. The
mother-daughter team renovated and
remodeled the house which now houses
Lillian Conn Antiques & Interiors and
the Carlson Gallery. The antique shop is
named for Lillian Conn, the womends late
mother/grandmother and offers interior
design and home accoutrements, includ-
ing 0English, French & Asian antique
furnishings and accessories, custom bed
coverings and furniture, crystal, sterling,
silver plate, art, bronzes, and many other
eclectic items.6 A designated historic
landmark in Spokane, the MacLeod
House was placed on the Spokane
Register of Historic Places in 2005. The
mother-daughter artist/design team also
bought the historic house next door to the
west and is currently restoring it.

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The Olmsted Centennial Celebration
2008 (OCC 008) committee, an SPA
afpliate, hosted the National Association
for Olmsted Parks (NAOP) boardds semi-
annual meeting held last fall in Spokane.
The NAOP, located in Boston, is the
principal organization dedicated to the
preservation, restoration, and mainte-
nance of historic Olmsted parks and
landscapes throughout North America.
With the help of Spokane Preservation
Advocates, the Washington Society of
Landscape Architects (WASLA) and the
Museum of Arts and Culture (MAC),  §
their visit was a rousing success.

Guests to our city came from At-
lanta, Baltimore, Birmingham, Boston,
Chicago, Denver, Seattle, and Wash-
ington, D.C. For most board members
and staff, this was their prst visit to
Spokane.
